Classes will be combined if there are 
less than 4 players in any event (giving 
priority to the lower classes).  
If, after all the possible group 
combinations (wheelchair, standing, 
and intellectual impairment), there 
are less than 4 athletes, the event will 
not be held. 

NATIONAL ENTRY RESTRICTION 
There is only one slot offered per class per gender, therefore, the maximum number of 
players per class per gender per NPC is one (1). If any NPC has already two (2) qualified 
athletes in one class and gender, no athlete from that class and gender will be allowed to 
enter. 
A player may only play in the class indicated on his or her international classification card 
unless, due to the low number of players, his or her class is combined with other classes.  
Players should be eligible according to the Paris 2024 Qualification System (Para table 
tennis starts at page 112) 
All entries should be endorsed either by the NPCs or a written confirmation from the 
respective NPC, confirming the submitted players’ entries is required. 
 

SINGLES 
Round Robin in groups of 3 with 2 players progressing to the 
KO stage. A modified snake system will be used. If there are 5 
or 4 players, the event will be played as a round-robin 
without knock-out. 
 
The tournament will not award any ranking points. The 
winner of each event will qualify for the Paris 2024 
Paralympic Games.

ITTF has lifted the ITTF COVID-19 Protocols, however, participants are still required to follow personal hygiene measures and inform the LOC and ITTF Competition Manager if COVID-19  symptoms appear to undertake testing as 
determined/required by local authorities.
